Through digitization, films that require 10,000 feet of tape
now fit on a disk less than five inches in diameter. An
important part of digitization is data compression, which
involves converting a large file to a smaller version, from
which the original (or a close approximation) can be recreated.
Linear algebra, probability, graph theory and abstract algebra
are among the areas of mathematics at the foundation of
various compression algorithms that make modern technolo-
gies such as DVDs, HDTYV and large databases, possible.
